Profile of participants and guests 

This forum will bring together civil society, academia, grassroots and government representatives from diverse regions (Central America, Latin America and the Caribbean, Africa, Asia, Arab States and Asia Pacific).

BACKGROUND

The complexity of climate change is such that it is not only important, but also necessary to create an inclusive and open space where climate actors from around the world can share experiences, strengthen initiatives, generate innovative proposals or recommendations, expand their network of resources. 

A gendered and rights-based analysis of climate action is needed to inform and enrich policy options in across countries and cultural contexts.

Objectives

· To create an open space for the analysis and debate of the main thematic issues regarding gender, disaster risk management and climate change at the international, regional and national levels, and to generate groundbreaking proposals on mitigation, adaptation, financing and public policy from a gender perspective toward COP16.

· To share experiences and knowledge, formulate best practices, and identify strategies for a gender and climate change agenda that can later be applied to public policy and financing.

Particular Objectives
· To share best practices from governments, civil society, international development agencies and others actors, in order to identify the main agenda of gender and climate change. 

· To discuss the status of international negotiations regarding gender and climate change.
· To identify necessary actions for incorporating a gender and human rights perspective into public policies on climate change.

Meeting Results

·  Recommendations and proposals for integrating gender and human rights into climate change adaptation, mitigation and financing negotiations during and beyond COP16, at the international and national levels.

METHODOLOGY

After the opening ceremony magisterial lectures will establish the conceptual framework of subsequent sessions. Four major themes have been chosen for the plenary session to provide a comprehensive overview on gender and climate change: “The general framework of the international negotiations on climate change,” “The challenges of climate change and disaster risk management from a gender perspective,” “Climate change from the human rights and gender perspective,” and “Gender and climate change: the challenge of public policies.” 

The magisterial lectures will be followed by four parallel sessions: “Risk management”; “Water, sanitation and health”; “Public policies, gender and climate change”; and “Agriculture and food security”. In each session three to five international and national case studies will be presented, followed by a question and answer session. 

To secure a space, participants should select and register for a parallel session that matches their interest and/or expertise. The maximum number of participants per session will be 65. 

At the end of each parallel session, the chairs and the rapporteurs will systematize each session´s information and outputs with regard to three major categories: adaptation, mitigation, financing.

On Day 2, three parallel sessions will be held on adaptation, mitigation and financing. In each session a magisterial lecture will be presented, after which a Q&A session will be opened followed by a summary of the outputs of the Parallel Sessions I.
Parallel Sessions II will be followed by the plenary session “Outputs of Parallel Session II: Adaptation, Mitigation and Financing”. This analysis seeks to generate additional recommendations for developing public policy at national and international levels.

In the afternoon, a special session for international participants will be held on: 1) achievements, 2) where and why we are falling short, and 3) the challenges we are facing towards COP 16 and beyond.
